THE RULES OF INTERNATIONAL SOLFEGGIO COMPETITION

Article 1.

 

The founder of the International Solfeggio Competition is The Association of Music and Ballet Pedagogues of Serbia.
Article 2.

The organizer of the International Solfeggio Competition is The Association of Music and Ballet Pedagogues of Serbia.
Article 3.

The competition is organized as a musical event that aims to motivate creative and personal potentials through performance and to encourage the affirmation of young artists.
Article 4.

The competition is held according to the propositions proposed by the UMBPS Solfeggio Commission, after given to the Steering Committee for adoption and publication.

The musical notes material required for the competitors (given two-voice examples) is submitted to the UMBPS professional service for multiplication.

Propositions are published on UMBPS website and submitted to all schools in electronic form. With the propositions, the musical notes material is delivered (two-voice examples).

For the timely submission of school prerequisites, UMBPS's professional services are in charge.

The President of the Solfeggio Commission attends a meeting of the Steering Committee on which the propositions are adopted.

Article 5.

All eligible candidates have the right to participate in the competition.

Article 7.

International Solfeggio Competition is held every year.
Article 8.

The competition is a public pedagogical and musical manifestation, except when writing a written work.
Article 9.



The realization of the competition is carried out by the President of the UMBPS, the secretary of the UMBPS, the jury coordinator and the commission for the Solfeggio.
Article 10.

The responsibility of the solfeggio commission is:
• to appoint the Competition Jury, Coordinator, Case Author and Examiner

• to plan, organize and implement the program of the competition

• to direct cooperation with the media
   Article 11.

The responsibilities of the UMBPS Secretary are as follows:

• to receive and control applications for the competition

• to inform members of the jury about possible changes

• to determine the schedule of the competition

• to announce all technical activities for the competition
 Article 12
Members of the jury are obliged to evaluate competitors and to submit their scorecards to the UMBPS secretary.

Article 13.

The duties of the jury coordinator are:
• to attend the work and sessions of the jury during the competition

• to publish final results after downloading scorecards from jury members

• to informs the president and members of the jury about possible irregularities

Article 14.

The UMBPS professional services, the host of the competition and the president of the Solfeggio Commission are responsible for the organization and the course of the competition.

Attendance is not allowed in the written part of the competition for the audience and teachers.

The oral part of the competition is open to the audience. The audience can leave the room where the competition is held at a break.

Professional services UMBPS inform members of the jury about the place and timing of the competition, the schedule of work and submit the necessary documentation for the work.

The host is obliged to provide the conditions for the holding of the competition, as follows: a room for the written part of the competition, a room for the maintenance of the oral part of the competition opened for the audience, the space for preparation of the competition, the place for accommodation of the participants of the competition, the jury room, photocopier copywriter and on-call teachers.

The President of the Solfeggio Commission is responsible for the implementation of the schedule and the work of the jury and examiners in accordance with the Rules of Competition and the Rules of Procedure of the Jury.

In the event of a sudden and justifiable cancellation of the work of a member of the jury and the author of the case, the President of the Solfeggio Commission shall decide on the urgent engagement of a new member of the jury and author.

At the end of the competition day, the Round Table is held, which is attended by members of the jury, president of UMBPS, competitors and teachers.
Article 15.

If the competition is held online, the appeal deadline is 24 hours from the moment the results are announced to the second-instance commission.
Article 16.

Participants of the Competition are judged by an expert jury composed of eminent solfeggio and music theory pedagogues who have at least three members and a reserve member.
The jury member has no right to evaluate her/his candidate. Evaluation, in this case, is taken over by the examiner.
Article 17.

Authors of examples for all disciplines and categories are proposed by the Solfeggio Commission, and the Steering Committee appoints them.
The authors of the example submit the finished material to the President of the Association not later than one hour before the competition, in the form of sheet music.
The author of the example can not have his students in the category he writes examples.
Article 18.

By the decision of the expert jury the most successful competitor in the category is awarded for the title of LAUREATE of the competition, as well as for the interpretation.
Article 19.

Scoring system:

The placement of participants in the Competition is determined by adding points from the scorecards and calculating the average value.

The maximum number is 100.

The deadline for appeal is 60 minutes after publishing the results.
Article 23. 
A competition book that contains the schedule of the competition and the schedule of the performances of the competitors is prepared for the competition. In the competition book, the name and surname of the competitors, categories and discipline in which they compete are published.
Article 24.
In case two candidates have the same number of points, the candidate who is younger by the date of birth is better placed.
Article 25.

Travel and accommodation and food costs are borne by candidates themselves. For all information regarding the competition, hotel reservations, etc., you can contact the organizer of the competition.
Article 26.

The competition is held under the auspices of the Ministry of Education, Science and

Technological Development of the Republic of Serbia.
Article 27.

This Ordinance was adopted at the session of the Governing Board of UMBPS from and enters into force immediately after its adoption.
