Natalia Gorbunova was born in Odessa (Ukraine). She began studying the harp at the age of eight at the Stolyarsky Music School.

In 1983 Natalia graduated with an honours degree from Moscow Tchaikovsky Conservatory, where she studied in the class of Olga Erdely. After finishing her post-graduate studies at the Conservatory in 1985 she moved to Murmansk with her husband. Natalia became the harpist of the Murmansk Regional Philharmony, and has been giving solo and chamber music concerts between 1985 and 1993 in Murmansk and other Russian cities.

In 1993 Natalia moved to Hungary with her family. She was the soloist of the National Theater of Szeged from 1993 to 1998, and since 1998 she has been the solo harpist of the Szeged Symphony Orchestra. Besides playing in the orchestra she had an intense activity with giving solo and chamber music concerts. Natalia is not only a versatile and ambitious artist, but also as a recognized teacher. She established the harp department at the Király König Péter Music School. Her students have been winning international and national competitions in both solo and chamber music categories. Several of her students participated with great success at the Virtuózok classical music talent show on Hungarian television. Over the past decades, Natalia has made a significant contribution to the Hungarian harp education. 

Since 2007 Natalia has been organising several cultural events in Szeged: series of international master classes and concerts called Spring Harp Days and the Szeged International Harp Competition that is held every 3 years. 

Natalia is an honored artist of Szeged whose pedagogical and cultural work has been acknowledged by several awards: Gregor József Award (2015), Best Music Teacher of the
